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DIED--Friday morning, July 11th, 1884, Cornelius Soper, at the residence of his son, T.K. Soper, Ames, Iowa.

The deceased was born in Chenango County, New York, July 8th, 1800; and consequently at his death was 84 years of age.  In the early life he moved to western New York and from thence to western Iowa, locating in Lewis, Cass County, in 1854.  He was one of the earliest settlers of the county and was connected with tge early growth of Lewis, the former county seat of Cass County.  He came to Story County about ten years ago, where he remained ever since, He united with the Methodist Episcopal Church in the early years of his manhood, and in the years of his vigor was faithful in the Master's work. He was a man of vigorous vitality and manly principle. For the last ten years his health has gradually failed, causing him to realize that as the years roll on they were full of labor and sorrow. For the last ten weeks of his life he had been more feeble than usual; the silver aged of life was rapidly giving away. Retiring early Friday evening last, he was found dead in the morning in bed.  The Spirit had taken its flight-thus life with even the 84 years was soon "cut off" and the Spirit returned to its God. A large concourse of the citizens of Ames met at the Baptist Church on Sabbath afternoon to pay respect to the memory of the deceased.
